sometimes, wishes that the next big rally or some flagrant action against the
Constitution by the current Administration will bring down the Autocrat's house of
cards.

By the end of the month we will know if we are
having a County-wide Community Forum, or if the Board of Supervisors is declining
that option, leaving us to be the heat of summer in Livingston County 2025!
